note of the following procedures: 

 
1. Tuition will NOT be raised for the 2010-11 school year. To take advantage of our Early-Bird Special, 

which features a 2% discount over regular tuition, payment is due in  full by March 23
rd

 2010.  Every 

year we offer an early enrollment discount. By enrolling early you are helping the Temple to get an 
accurate student count for the next school year, which allows us to plan and budget.  
 
2. We are unable to accept a credit card, as the registration form and payment must be received 
together.        

  
3. In order for us to accept your Registration Application, your temple account must be current as of 
March 23

rd
 2010. 

 
4. ALL CHILDREN must be registered, even if they are currently enrolled in our Hebrew School.
