Dear Parents, 

 

 Now is the time to register your child\children for the 2011/2012 Hebrew School year which begins Sunday, 

September 11
th

 2011. Please complete the Registration form and mail it to us along with your deposit check as soon as 

possible.   

 

Please take careful note of the following procedures: 

 

1. All children must register, even if they are currently enrolled in our Hebrew  School. 

 

2. A deposit of $100 per child is required with the return of the Registration Form.  The balance 

is due IN FULL no later than Friday, August 5th, 2011. We are unable to accept 

Registration Deposit payments by credit card since we need your check and paperwork to 

be received together in the same envelope.  Once we have billed you the balance you 

may feel free to pay that remaining portion with a credit card, should you choose to do so.  

Please note that tuition is non-refundable. 

 

3. In order for us to accept your Registration, all outstanding balances due the Temple for 2010-

11 must be submitted to the Temple office by June 30, 2011.  (Children will not be allowed to 

commence classes until full payment is received). 

 

 

The Jewish education of our children is foremost in our minds; we feel that they benefit by starting as early as possible.  

We highly recommend  therefore that you enroll your Kindergarten, First and Second grade children in our Pre-Alef, Alef 

and Bet programs,  where they can develop Hebrew reading readiness and learn about Jewish life in a fun-filled, age 

appropriate environment.
